 I first entered the service in February 1862 at “Camp Cameron” Cambridge Mass. As a private in Co.  “K” 
13th Mass. Vol. Infantry. Col. Leonard. I was discharged in May 1862, at Falmonth Virginia on account of 
injury and _____.                 
 I enlisted again in January 1864, on Galoupe Island in Boston Harbor, and became a member of the Seventh 
Mass. Battery, and was discharged on Oct. 10th 1985 at Galoupes Island, with the rank of Corporal at the 
expiration of the war.                   
 My first engagement was at Marksville, or Mansura Plains, Louisiana, under Gen. Banks, and the next 
Yellow Bayou, Lousiana in 1864, and several skirmishes, one of which was at Atchafalaya Bayou and at Fort 
Spanish.                     
 I was wounded at Fort Bleakley Alabama in April, 1865. I was in hospital at Narranton Junction in 
Virginia in 1862, during my first term of Service. I was never taken prisoner.       
 My intimate comrades were Sergeant Samuel Blanchard, N. B. Webben, Albert Parsons, sergeant, and 
Corporal E. N. Crosby, and J.K. Hurnes.               
 My most important service, and engagements were in engagements around Mobile and defenses. I am one of 
five brothers who were in the service, who were all wounded, and our home was at Natick Mass. Sons of James, 
and Mehitable Cuirriers.
