Served in Atlanta campaign in summer of 
1864 taking part in twent battles including Pea Ridge, Stone River, Kenesaw [sic] Mountain, 
Missionary Ridge. Served under General Thomas and General Phil Sheridan. Was wounded in the 
head at Battle of Chicamaugua.               
Served 4 years and 2 months                
Mustered out at New Orleans and sent to Springfield Illinois          
Honorably discharged October 14 1865.
